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Archeologiniy tyrimy eiga
DidZiosios sinagogos archeologiniai tyrimai pradéti 2011 m. Tais metais lokalizuota DidzZiosios
sinagogos pastato vieta, 2016-2018 m. surasti Zydy bendruomenei priklausiusiy viesyjy pirciy
pastato mary fragmentai, dviejy mikviy (ritualiniy baseiny) vietos, atidengta Bima (centriné
religiniy apeigy vieta). 2019 m. tyrimy tikslas - testi DidZiosios sinagogos liekany tyrima,
atidengiant Aron kodes$a (Toros rinkiniy saugojimo vietg).

Development of Archaeological Research
The archaeological research of the Great Synagogue began in 2011 when the remains of the
Great Synagogue were first located. In 2016-2017, remnants of the public bathhouse of the
Jewish community of Vilnius and two Mikves (ritual baths) were exposed. The major result of the
excavation in 2018 was the exposure of the Bimah, and the work in 2019 will include expansion of this
excavation, with further activity to reveal the Aron Kodesh and the walls of the Great Synagogue.

M@riné renesanso-baroko stiliaus Vilniaus DidZioji sinagoga pastatyta XVl a. iki tol ¢&ia
stovéjusios medinés sinagogos vietoje. llgainiui $alia DidZiosios sinagogos susiformavo
vie$as miesto Zydy gyvenimo centras, susidedantis i$ 12 kloizy (mazy studijoms skirty
sinagogy), bendruomenés centro ir piréiy pastato su mikvemis (ritualiniais baseinais).
Pastatai sudaré dviejy kiemy kompleksa, vadinamg Shulhoyf. 1903 m. tarp DidZiosios
sinagogos ir Zydy gatvés pastatyta M. Strasuno biblioteka. Per Antrajj pasaulinj kara
DidZioji sinagoga ir kiti komplekso Shulhoyf pastatai stipriai apgriauti. 1955-1957 m.
pastaty liekanos sulygintos su Zeme. 1964 m. DidZiosios sinagogos vietoje pastatytas
mirinis vaiky lopselis-darzZelis.

Historical Summary
The brick Great Synagogue of Vilna (Vilnius) was built in the 17th century in the
Renaissance-Baroque style to replace a wooden synagogue built on the same site a
century earlier. Over time the synagogue developed into the communal centre of
Jewish life of the city and was surrounded by 12 kloyzen (small study synagogues), the
administrative centre of the community and a bathhouse which contained the Mikve (ritual
baths), all situated around two courtyards known as the Shulhoyf. In 1903 the important
Strashun rabbinical library moved to a new building erected between the Great Synagogue
and Zydy Street. During the Second World War, the Great Synagogue and the Shulhoyf
buildings were severely damaged. Between 1955 and 1957 the remains were demolished
and in 1964 a brick kindergarten was built over the site of the Great Synagogue.
